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Programme Proposal Form

Turner Contemporary organises a programme of temporary exhibitions of historical and contemporary art from 1750 to the present, organised into three seasonal exhibition slots per year. 

The programme celebrates JMW Turner’s association with Margate, re-evaluates Turner and considers themes that were important to him. There will always be work or works by Turner in the gallery, shown alongside a programme of twentieth- century and contemporary art works.

The exhibitions programme seeks to be relevant to diverse audiences, appropriate to our location and context, as well as making the best use of Turner Contemporary’s gallery spaces. Exhibitions and commissions are generated in-house, by the programming team, as well as in collaboration with other national and international partners. Exhibitions are programmed at least two years in advance. 

Our public programme, Encounter, offers a wide range of performances, talks, courses and other events that make links with the exhibitions in the galleries and are often inspired by themes in the exhibitions programme. The Encounter programme is aimed at diverse audiences and events are generally scheduled one year in advance.

Most exhibitions and commissions result from direct invitations to artists. We do accept submissions from individuals or organisations.
